The Association HIV.LV has been entered into the State Register of Associations and Foundations on 8 May, 2006. Currently Association HIV.LV consists of 7 non-governmental organizations, 20 private persons, as well as 23 contributors, which are non-members (pls. see full description at http://www.apvienibahiv.lv/association-about). The organization has in it's portfolio 23 projects this time (pls. see full list and reports of them at http://www.apvienibahiv.lv/projekti), and 4 of them were implemented also in Latvia's prisons (blood testing to infections, individual counceling, lectures for prisoners on HIV, C hepatitis, tuberculosis and sexual transmission diseases). The Association HIV.LV has established very good cooperation with Latvia's Prison Administration. 2 of these projects were funded by UN Office on Drugs and Crime, 1 funded by TIDES Foundation, and 1 funded by Foundation Open Society Institute. Organization's activity is completely open to the public, everybody can get acquainted with the financial statements (http://www.apvienibahiv.lv/darbibas-parskati).

In prison population the proportion of HIV-infected and HCV-infected persons is higher than in the general population. Currently the proportion of HIV-infected is 8,7% in prisons and 0,22% in society, but the proportion of C Hepatitis infected is 12,5% in prisons and 1,7% in society. In generally HIV positive cases of prisoners are diagnosed when they enter prison, but there are not available routin testing to C Hepatitis. The National HIV/AIDS register data provided (31.12.2011) there are 1269 cases of HIV infection discovered directly in prisons (from the total number 5189 HIV cases). The risk of spreading HIV and HCV infections in the prisons still remains high, because there are a large number of drug users in the prisons of Latvia, about a 65% had been using drugs during their lifetime, 31% still use drugs in imprisonment, and 5% started to use drugs while in prison. It is no secret that drugs are still available in prisons. But the level of knowledge about HIV, HCV infections, also about other socially dangerous diseases (such as tuberculosis, blood and sexually transmitted diseases), their prophylaxis is very low among those imprisoned. This is why we wish to continue our educational work within prison inmates, and we propose this letter of intents to read 20 lectures in the questions of the primary and secondary HIV, HCV, TB, STD prevention for prisoners in plain language in all Latvia's prisons. We attach a support letter for this project we received from Latvia's  Prison Administration. We inform you that there is no funding opportunities to continue educational work with prisoners this time in Latvia.
