It was inspired by the realisation that the official social security system is not always able to reach every marginalised citizen who, for one reason or another, has dropped out of the system. Our name - in English, project OUTSIDE - refers to the fact that we see ourselves as a project-oriented organisation; the word ‘OUTSIDE’ refers to the fact that we literally work outside, that we work outside the official public system, and that we deal with a marginalised group of people, who are ‘outsiders’ to society in general.
